
What is the difference between Disadvantaged, School Disadvantaged and Pupil 

Premium? 

 

Disadvantaged:  Children who have qualified for Free School Meals at any point over the last 6 years 

and/ or children that are currently looked after or who have been previously looked after which 

includes children who are adopted or in a special guardianship.  

Pupil Premium: Children who have qualified for free school meals in the last 6 years, children who 

are currently or have previously been looked after and children whose parents are currently in the 

armed forces.
